OPERATING _INSTRUCTIONS

AFTER LOADING BALE IN PROCESSOR, MAKE SURE FLAIL DRUM IS TURNING
BEFORE STARTING FEED DRUMS. IN MOST CASES FEED DRUMS NEED ONLY TO
BE TURNED PERIODICALLY SO AS NOT TO OVERLOAD THE FLAIL DRUM.

IF BALE QUITS TURNING, REVERSE FEED DRUMS IN OPPOSITE DIRECTION.
IF THE BALE 1S LOADED ON END RATHER THAN ON ITS SIDE, IT IS BETTER
TO KEEP REVERSING THE FEED DRUMS BACK AND FORTH TO PREVENT
SPILLAGE.

AS WITH ANY NEW PIECE OF EQUIPMENT, IT IS A GOOD PRACTICE TO
THOROUGHLY CHECK THE MACHINE OVER AFTER A FEW BALES ARE RUN THROUGH
THE MACHINE . SPECIAL ATTENTION SHOULD BE PAYED TO WHEEL BOLTS,
BEARING LOCKING COLLARS,PTO LOCKING SET SCREWS OR ROLL PIN AND HOSE
FITTINGS.

FLAIL BOLTS SHOULD BE TIGHTENED SO THE BUSHING IS TIGHT AGAINST

THE LUGS ON EACH SIDE, AFTER = 10 BALES AND RECHECKED AFTER ® 200
BALES. [(NOTE: FLAILS SHOULD TURN ON THE BUSHING NOT ON THE BOLT).
GREASE BEARINGS DAILY BEFORE USE AND GREASE PIPE CLAMPS AFTER EVERY
100 BALES. GREASE PTO SHAFT AFTER EVERY & 10 BALES. IT IS VERY
IMPORTANT TO KEEP THIS MACHINE WELL GREASED BECAUSE OF THE HIGH
